What did you learn from this
experience? (500 words or less)

o Where do you plan on going to school after you graduate? Describe how receiving this scholarship
would impact your ability to pursue these goals. (500 words or less)

0 What are the obstacles that were in your path to success? How did you keep education a priority with
overcoming these challenges? (500 words or less)

o How did nontraditional school programs or courses in Marana Unified School District benefit your
progress? (500 words or less)
