Scholarship Detail 

Ten scholarships will be awarded in the spring semester: five at Marana High School and five at Mountain View 
High School.  Awards will be made in the amount of $2,500.00 per student.  These scholarships are to be 
awarded at the Marana Schools’ 2340 Foundation Celebration of Excellence Luncheon to be held on March 3, 
2023. 

A recipient of this scholarship will have one academic year in which to spend his or her award on tuition, 
textbooks, educational supplies or housing for their post-secondary education.  

Requirements 

• Students must have been enrolled in the Marana Unified School District for full K-12 experience. 
• Students must provide high school transcripts.  
• Students who have demonstrated a commitment to learning, community involvement and planning for 

the future.  
• List all financial aid or scholarships obtained for your post-secondary education.  
• Two letters of recommendation 
• Provide a narrative separately addressing these three questions: 

o What do you believe were the benefits of being a Marana Unified School District student for the 
full K-12 experience, a 2340 student? (500 words or less) 

o Where do you plan on going to school after you graduate?  What are your career goals?  How 
might this award impact your ability to attain these goals? (500 words or less) 

o List and describe your level of engagement with any community service and/or outside activity 
you may have been involved with during your academic career. (250 words or less) 

Deadline 

Scholarship applications will be due on December 20, 2022 for the 2023 award. Scholarship applications should 
be submitted to College & Career Center Office at each individual high school.
